B. Update on Health Matters and Temperature-taking Exercise 
 

4. The school continues to prioritise student health and remains vigilant in checking in on student well-being. 
Your support is also crucial towards keeping Bowen a safe environment for students. Please remind your 
teen to practice good personal hygiene (e.g. washing/sanitising hands) and exercise personal and social 
responsibility. While mask-wearing is no longer required in a school setting, it remains an effective way to 
minimise the risk of infectious disease transmission. Students who prefer wearing masks are welcome to 
continue doing so.    
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5. If your teen is unwell, please ensure he/she stays at home and seeks medical attention if necessary. Do 

also inform his/her FTs. If your teen is recovering from respiratory-related illness, please encourage 
him/her to exercise social responsibility (e.g. by wearing a mask, minimising social interactions). Social 
responsibility will be crucial in preventing any infectious disease outbreak in schools. In the event your 
teen has to miss school, his/her learning will be supported. FTs will assign a buddy to update your teen 
on the lessons and collect his/her worksheets. Please encourage your teen to be proactive in finding out 
on what he/she has missed from his/her buddy. 

 
6. For Term 3, all schools will be carrying out a temperature-taking exercise on Wed 9 Jul. We would 

appreciate it if you could help remind your teen to bring a working thermometer on Tue 8 Jul for their FTs 
to check, and for use on Wed 9 Jul. Do also encourage your teen to continue bringing a thermometer (as 
well as a spare ART kit, if possible) to school so that he/she can monitor his/her health whenever 
necessary.

Student Protected Time 
will be from Sat 22 Nov to Wed 17 Dec (both dates inclusive) during which there will not be any school 
activities (e.g. no CCA activities).
